PORTFOLIO REVIEW

Jennifer Hanson, General Manager, introduced Monique Spyke with PFM Asset

- Ms. Fischer, member of the public, commented on behalf of the Neighbors
on Maranatha Place and Pekolee Road regarding being next in line to have
water brought to their homes and was provided the General Manager's email
address to continue the discussion offline

Superintendent, provided a presentation regarding Water Rights, continued from the
February 8" meeting.

Board discussion ensued regarding pre-1914 water rights, purposes, beneficial uses,
FERC licensing, environmental flows, and ongoing compliance.

- Miriam Limov, with Nevada County Food Policy Council, provided the following
comments:

o Commented on new FERC licensing requirements and the District's priority
list determining who will receive water in a drought situation when local
farmers/ranchers could go out of business without water

o0 Shared that the Nevada County Food Policy Council encourages the District
to plan for a system that prioritizes water for food production agriculture and
spoke about the importance of local food production for community health
and well-being

0 Expressed appreciation for NID's legacy of agricultural support and
encouraged the District to continue this vital service to the community

- Keiko Mertz, Policy Manager with South Yuba River Citizens League, provided
the following comments:
o Inquired how selling water fits into water rights and if the District can sell
water purchased from others

- Josie Crawford, with S. Wolf Creek Alliance, provided the following comments:
0 Expressed her thanks for an informative presentation
o Shared concerns about yearly drying up of South Wolf Creek and inquired
about those water rights

- Aimee Retzler, with Sierra Harvest, provided the following comments:
0 Expressed her thanks for an incredible meeting
0 Spoke about training and education provided to farmers by Sierra Harvest,
including encouraging season extension and working with farmers to grow
their markets locally
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o Shared concerns of the farming community that their water will be cut off
after they have invested in season extension strategies

o0 Asked how NID and Sierra Harvest can partner together on important
discussions
