NCWA members provide reliable supplies of clean
water for the natural and working landscapes
between the crests of the Sierra Nevada and the
Coast Range, which includes a unique mosaic:

Two million acres of family farms are the economic
engine for the region, provides a working
landscape and pastoral setting and serves as
valuable habitat for fish and waterfowl along the
Pacific Flyway;

The small towns and rural communities that form
the backbone of the region, as well as the State
Capital that serves as the center of government for
the State of California;

Freshwater habitat for four runs of Chinook
salmon; including the threatened and endangered
winter-run and spring-run salmon, steelhead and
green sturgeon;

Six National Wildlife Refuges, more than fifty
State Wildlife Areas and other privately managed
wetlands that support the annual migration of
waterfowl, geese and waterbirds in the Pacific
Flyway. These seasonal and permanent wetlands
provide for 65% of the North American Water-fowl
Management Plan objectives;

The forests and meadows in the numerous
watersheds of the Sierra Nevada and Coast Range.
